WAYS TO GIVE

There are many ways to make a gift to “Sharing God’s Goodness ...Touching Lives.” Whereas outright cash
gifts are needed, many donors feel they can make a larger gift by extending their payments or giving
additional items. Pledges may be fulfilled over a three-year period. Some of the more common giving
methods are listed below:

• CASH AND/OR PLEDGE - Cash and pledges are the financial foundation of the campaign.
They provide the donor the opportunity to make a greater commitment to San Damiano than a
one-time gift by making payments over a three-year period.These may be given either separately
or in combination.

• SECURITIES - STOCKS AND BONDS - It is especially advantageous for a donor to give 
securities - i.e., stocks, mutual funds that have increased in value since originally acquired,
since they may afford a capital gains advantage.

• REAL ESTATE/PERSONAL PROPERTY - Real Estate may be given outright, or in title at the 
present time with the donor retaining lifetime use.

Although the campaign’s focus is on securing the types of gifts highlighted above, the following gifts would 
also be greatly appreciated - either in combination with those above or offered by themselves.

• PLANNED GIFTS - Provides mutual benefits for both the donor and San Damiano. A Planned 
Gift can reduce or eliminate inheritance or estate tax. In particular, giving via a Bequest or 
Beneficiary Designation is very simple and advantageous.

• LIFE INSURANCE - A donor may realize substantial tax savings by naming San Damiano as 
the beneficiary.
