Franciscan Hermitage experience is a silent retreat that
provides the opportunity for people of all faith traditions to
enter deeply into the presence of Jesus through the spirituality
of St. Clare and St. Francis of Assisi. “To sit at the feet of Jesus”
is the invitation for each person who participates in this experi-
ence. In The Rule for Hermitages written by St. Francis in the
fourteenth century, the scripture story of Mary and Martha is
central. Franciscan Hermitage Experience uniquely incorpo-
rates these roles. The “Marys”, the participants, sit at the feet of
Jesus. The “Marthas”, the facilitators, tend to the needs of the
participants.

Franciscan Hermitage Experience follows a regular
rthythm of eating, prayer and reflection with a special emphasis
upon sharing the experience with other participants. Within
this framework, the spirituality of Francis and Clare of Assisi is
presented through song, scripture, readings and poetry.

PRESENTERS:

Sr. Mary Jo Chaves has been a member of the Sisters of
St. Francis of Philadelphia since 1963. She has her Mas-
ters of Arts in Teaching from Lewis and Clark College in
Portland, OR and her Masters in Applied Theology from
the Graduate Theological University in Berkeley, CA. She
taught mathematics and religion in secondary school for
26 years. Since 1996 she has been ministering as a spiritual
director and coordinator of spirituality programs in the
Portland, Oregon area and other places in the United

States. In 2006 she completed an internship in the Art of Supervision of Spiri-
tual Directors of Mercy Center in Burlingame, CA. She is presently employed
at the Franciscan Spiritual Center in Milwaukie, OR.

Dorothy’s background includes 34 years of teaching in
varying capacities in California, Oregon and Washington.
Dorothy is a certified Labyrinth Facilitator receiving her
certification through Veriditas with Dr. Lauren Artress.

After attending The Hermitage Retreat for several years,
Dorothy became a co-facilitator of the retreat with
Sr. Mary Jo.
